Sirs
Though the representation of Alaska in the coming World’s

Fair does not fall within the limits of my official duties, I
venture to bring before you a few suggestions conce?ning this
matter.

No effort should be spared to make the Alaska exhibit
one, not only representative of the Southeastern section, but all
Alzaska. Whatever my' knowledge of the Western and Interior portiors
of the territory may permit me to dp toward obtaining articles
of interest or ascertaining the means of obtaining them, I shall
be only too glad to do. .

I do not know #hat space we may be allowed at Chicago
but the situation of the'pr0posed exhibition site on the lake
shore sugpests the possibility 6f having a series of dwellings
or hahitations typical of the varicus families of Alaska nat}ves
located on the water front, furnished with implements of huntfng,'

fishing, and domestic economy, together kith the canoes and other

traveling gear pertaining ‘o each classe.
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If 1iving represanfativnl-of the varicus tribes would
be found too expensive, lay-figures éressed in £he proper gar-
ments could be substituted, But with living representatives
of‘the Alaskan tribes, it would hé possibhle go add to the attract-
iveness of the exhibit by héming canﬁe races anc¢ hunting exhibi-

tions dp the lake.

The native families to be represented ought to consist

of 1, Thlinkets, 2, Interior or Athabaskan Indians, 3 The Eskimos

of the Arctic Zone, 4, The Eskimos of the Temperate Zone}‘s, The
Aleutian Islanders.

I am obliged to undertake ancther journey through the
interior of Alaska in the spring and summer, and in connection
therewith, I freely offer my services in looking ﬁp and ascer-
taining the hest modes of conveyance of any 6bjeéts of interest
for ihe Alaskan exhibit I may be able to discover. I am aware .
that the extent oflAlaska’s répresentation at the World?'s Fair wil)
be chiefly a question of money. ﬁas anything been done by the
Board of Control at_Chicago towards providing means of covering
such expenditura?.
