I have just received your letter of the 13th instent, encles-
ing two letters addressed to you by Mre. Leivers, formerly ef
Douglas but now rtliiing at 610 Cherry street, Seattle.

The failure ef the Territery ts make psyment fer the care of
the little Leivers' girl, vhe was sent te the Home for the Blind
st Vencouver, Washington, last September, has been due to the fact -
that we have net been able ts find eny preper record of her having
been regularly committed te the care of the Board of Childrem's
Guariidans. A® you kmow, the law provides that children may be
committed te the care of the Board of Children's Guardians by
& United States commissiener acting in the capacity ef & judge
of a juvenile ceurt. Ve were under the impression that thie
legal action had been takem prier to the time that the Leivers
girl was sent to the Vanmtouver school, but upon inquiry at the
of fice of the United States commiesioner at Douglas and alse
the office of United States Commiesioner Burtem at Junesu, we

were advised that there was no recerd of the case in either oeurt.



In the absence of such record the Governoer has not felt

suthorised te issue a wveucher fer th.. payment of the amount due
to the Vancouver -home in this case.

Incsmuch as you were, I belleve, interested in this case,
and assisted in making arrangc;mts for sending the girl to
Vancouver, it is possible that if you were to meke a written
statement in detail, explaining exactly what was done in the
premises, sign the same and forward 1t to Judge Jennings, with
the suggestion that he attach his statement theretse as well as
that of the United States marshal, who is the third member of the
Board, these statements, if filed in the Governor's effice, might
be cemsidered as sufficient authority fer payment of the amount due
from the date of the girl's admiesion to the home to June 1, 1918,
Since, the girl's parents no longer reside in the Territory, it 1i»
doubtful if provision could be made for her care in the homs after
June 1 at the expense of the Territory.

I enclose a duplicate signed copy ef this letter, with the
suggestion that if you conclude teo prepare the statement above
suggested, you attach tlr‘ltu the eriginal or the duplicate copy
of this letter. I do this for the reasséen that it is neot likely
that I shall be in the Governor's office when the matter sgein

comes up for attention.
