my secretary.

The fime sentiment eentained in your resoclutioa is typical

of the pioneers of this great nerthern countiry, and espesially
thee men who make up the personnel of the Aretic Broﬂurhnd.
Our nation confrests what I belisve is the greatest erisie in
its history, tut that it will emerge triumphamtly in its fight
for the preservation and extensien of werld demccracy camnst
be doubted. However, ia the confliot upon which we have en-
tered, the best that 19 in us ve mist give to the fight vhieh
we are waging fer the preservation of these fundamental prinmci-
ples of demoerasy for which eur fathers fought and upen which
this natien wae established. The right of all pesples ts real
freesdom should be umrestricted, amd government "ef the peeple,
for the people snd by the people” I smsersiy believe will be
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a triumph of the present war whin it shall be emded. The

day of autooracy smd one-mam pever is deemed, smd the rule
of the people must be established in its stead.

The League 1s just new angaged
in releing the sum of $600 for the equipment smd msintenance |
of 2 bed in a hospital im Framee, to be used by Alaskan
soldiers. I am sure that the League would appreciste a con-
tribution frem you or any friemds whose interest you might
enlist, of whish dus oredit would be given. I do not expect
that there will be mamy Alaskans whe will have dependent fami-
- lien, but there will be some, of ceurse, and these mist be
cared for in part, at least, by the pesple of Alaska.

the purpese ¢f regilstering them. The Captlain was referred
ts you and, as it is noted that yeu csertified the enclesed
sard, it is sosumed that you desigmated kim a registrar under
your bdeard.

From the faot What Mr. Harrisen sent wvith kis card a self-
addressed and stamped emvelepe, it weuld seem that prededly
Captain Quillian, scting as registrar, 41 d net iosue teo Herri-




oon & registration certificate, whieh, if he is a registrer,

he should have denme. You will nete alss that the sard ie

dated at Douglas, altheugh it is not the understanding of

this office thed any meaber of the crew of the Pattereoa

is staticned at that plase. If Ceptain Quillien has boem op-
pointed &« reglstrar, he should fellew the same precedire that |
the other registrare follew, md sheuld issue sertifisates to
all persons registered by him who are properly emtitled there-
to. He should salso, at the preper time, make s return to yeui'
board of all eards certified by him, together with & summarisa-
tien blank end sish other data as is required of reglsirarse.
The way in whieh ‘the enclesed card has beem handled weuld iadi-
sate that Captain Quillian dses not very clearly understand
his duties as resgietrar. This 1s an important matter, and you
should be particular t¢ see that the Captain thoreughly undere
stends just what his cuties are and what he is supposed to do
with the cerdo of perssns wiesnm he registers, an wvell as cards
of citizens or others who claim & residence in one of the States.
The enclosed card should no dewbt be returned te Captalso Quillien
90 that he may bave it defere him at the clese of the registra-
tion periocd, when it will be nesessary for him to make up his
susmarisatien repert snd forward it te your board, with the
carde of all porsens wvhea be has registered as residemts '.r
